The building industry in Ingersoll in 2009 showed decrease construction dollar values compared 
to 2008. The Town of Ingersoll total construction dollar value in 2009 was $10,763,215     
compared to $17,236,911 for 2008, which shows a decrease value of $ 6,473,696. This value for 
2009 represent a 38 % decrease over 2008. 
 
The residential sector had $6,915,268 in construction dollar value, which is an increase of 
 $701,458 compare to 2008. This sector represents 64 % of the total construction values for 2009. 
 
The commercial (assembly & service) in 2009 showed an increase in the dollar value with 
 $893,100 in construction values. Projects included interior renovations Mr Sub, BBG’s Cook 
House, McDonalds, Coffee Culture and Anderson Appliances.   
  
The industrial sector in 2009 was $ 178,500 in construction value, which is a decrease of 
$6,896,982 compared to 2008.  
 
The institutional sector in 2009 showed a construction value of $2,776,347. Projects include 
Conestoga Power Centre.

2009 ANNUAL BUILDING REPORT 
 
 
RESIDENTIAL 
 
Residential construction value in 2009 were $6,915,268 which represents an increase of 
$ 701,458 over 2008.This is an increase of 11% over 2008. The residential sector had 
159 permits issued in 2009 compared to 148 in 2008.  
 
The number of new housing units decreased in 2009 with 35 new units constructed this 
year compared to 41 units in 2008.  Of these units, 35 were single family. 
 
 
COMMERCIAL  - (Mercantile & Service) 
 
Commercial construction values in 2009 were $ 893,100 which is an increase of $509,881
compared to 2008.There was 25 permits issued in 2009 compared to 14 in 2008. 
 
 
INDUSTRIAL 
 
Industrial construction values in 2009 were $178,500 which is a decrease of $6,896,982
compared to 2008. There were 4 permits issued in 2009 compared to 14 in 2008. 
 
 
INSTITUTIONAL 
 
Institutional construction values in 2009 were $ 2,776,347 which is a decrease of  
$ 788,053 compared to 2008. There were 10 permits issued in 2009 compared to 22
permits in 2008. 
 
 
PERMITS AND FEES 
 
In 2009,198 permits were issued compared to 198 in 2008 - no increase of permits over 
2008.Total building permit fees collected in 2009 was $ 80,306.24 this is an decrease of $
(21,810.81) over the 2008 fees of $102,117.05.  A total of $37,200 was collected in 
development charges for residential units for the Town of Ingersoll. (Note: not including 
prepaid charges). For the County of Oxford $255,003 of residential development charges 
and $ 0   for commercial development charges were collected.
