Your quarterly update on
what’s happening
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Final Tax Installment

Please be advised that the Final Installment for
2008 Property Tax for the Town of Ingersoll is
due: Tuesday, September 30, 2008

Payment MUST be received in the tax office on/by
the due date to avoid late Payment Fees. Payment
may be made by mail or made in person at the
Municipal Office, Monday - Friday, 8:30 a.m. to
4:30 p.m. for after hours a payment deposit slot
is located at the front of the building at 130
Oxford Street. For your convenience the Tax Office
will accept post dated cheques for current taxes,
dated on/before the due dates. All arrears are
due immediately. Other methods of payment are;
Pre-Authorized payment to qualifying ratepayers,
payment of current taxes accepted at the five banks/
financial institutions in the Town of Ingersoll (at no
direct charge to the ratepayer) and internet banking.
The use of Automated Banking Machines is NOT
recommended as delays experienced in the bank
clearing process may result in payment delays and
late charges. The ratepayer will accept responsibility
for payment of such late charges.

Penalty charges of 1.25% are levied on the first day
of default and on the first day of each month until
paid in full. The Tax Collector has no authority to
waive penalty/interest charges. Failure to receive a
tax notice does not relieve the ratepayer from the
liability of taxes or penalty/interest charges.

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NEW REGULATIONS

By-Law 08-4431—To prohibit the placing, stopping, standing or parking of an object or vehicle on or near a
highway . This by-law prohibits any object or vehicle to be placed, stopped, standing in a municipal right-of-way.

Fraud Involving Older Adults
It is estimated that over 60% of the abuse which is inflicted upon older aduilts is financial abuse. This
can range from a person in a position of trust withholding money or forcing a person to give up or sell
property or possessions to deceptive telemarketing and door to door scams. Seniors are targeted for many
different reasons that include loneliness, lack of family support, age, vulnerability and for health related
reasons such as Alzheimer’s.
There have been local victims in the past and even quite recently who have been victimized for substantial
amounts of money and the old driveway paving / sealing scams have resurfaced (excuse the pun) in
communities not far away.
You have the right to check out any caller or solicitor by requesting written information, a call back
number, references and time to think over the offer. Legitimate business people will be happy to provide
you with that information.
Always be careful about providing confidential personal information, especially banking or credit card
details unless you are certain the company is legitimate.

LEAF PICK-UP

Leaf pick-up will begin during the second week of October and will continue until mid November. During this
time crews will make one weekly pickup per household. To help crews with leaf pickup, we would appreciate
your co-operation with the following: Rake leaves onto the boulevard or edge of lawn — NOT INTO THE
STREET - Do not include brush, bedding plants, weeds or loose dirt - LEAVES ONLY

RESTRICTED OVERNIGHT PARKING

Under the terms of the Town of Ingersoll Parking By-Law No. 93-3575 as amended, no person shall park a
vehicle on any Town Street between the hours of 2:00 am. and 6: 00 a.m. from the 1st of December to the
3Ist day of March. (Dec. 1 — Mar. 31)

LANEWAY/DRIVEWAY SNOW
Under Section 181 of the Highway Traffic Act it is an offence to push or deposnt snow on the roadway. DO
NOT push the snow from your sidewalk or driveway/laneway onto the street.

REMOVAL OF OBJECTS FROM ROAD ALLOWANCE .

Under the terms of Town’s By-law 08-4431, no object/vehicle etc is to be placcd,/ stored, erected in the road
allowance. With winter upon us, winter equipment will be on the roads keeping us safe. To assist in keeping
our staff safe, By-law 08-4431 was passed to keep objects (i.e. basketball net stands, stones)/vehicles away from
the roads.
