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New Building Numbering By -Law Effective Oct. 1, 2010

Dear Landlords,

Effective October 1, 2010,
all buildings (including resi-
dential, commercial and
industrial) shall have affixed
a municipal address num-
ber in accordance with by
law no. 094510.

Highlights of ByLaw No. 09
4510 include:

The owner of a commercial
industrial, institutional or
apartment building shall
firmly affix to and maintain
on the front of the building
the municipal address num-
ber which shall be at least
200 millimeters (8 inches)
high.

Numbers shall be located
S0 as to be clearly visible
from the street on which
the building has its main
access.

If the building is set back to
such an extent, or is other-
wise located on the site so
that the municipal address
number is not clearly visiblg
from the street onto which
the building has it main
access, then a permanent
sign of durable material
having numbers at least
200 millimeters (8 inches)
high shall be placed and
maintained within the prop-
erty limits near the street
access so that the munici-
pal address number is
clearly visible from the
street.

Permanent signs shall be
approved by the Chief Build
ing Official.

In buildings that have inter-
nal unit numbers and wherd
access is by a common hall

way the owner is to display
directional numbering, in
the hallway, near the main
entrance door so that the
units can be easily located.
Where buildings have two
or more floors, the owner is
to display directional num-
bering and the numbers are
to be located so as to be
clearly visible from the ele-
vator. The numbering is to
be impressed or marked on
a durable material and be
on a contrasting back-
ground, the numbers shall
be at least 100 millimeters
(4 inches) high.

Where there are two or
more commercial, indus-
trial, public, institutional or
apartment buildings on a
site and where one or more
of such buildings cannot be
seen from the street onto
which the building has their
main access, then the
owner or owners thereof
shall:

1 Affix and maintain the
municipal address
number, which shall be
at least 200 millimeters
(8 inches) high, on the
front of the building;
and

1 Place and maintain a
permanent sign that
displays the municipal
address number which
shall be at least 200
millimeters (8 inches)
high. The sign is to be
located so as to be
clearly visible from the
street onto which the
building(s) has its main
access.

1 Permanent signs shall
be approved by the
Chief Building Official.

When a commercial or in-
dustrial building is subdi-

vided into individual units,
numbers shall be affixed
and maintained on the front
face of each individual unit.

When a building is under
construction and the owner
is not able to comply with
the foregoing provisions of
the bylaw then the munici-
pal address number shall
be displayed on a tempo-
rary sign made of a durable
material

1 The sign is to be main-
tained in good repair so
that the number re-
mains legible until the
permanent municipal
address number can beg
provided in accordance
with other provisions of
this bylaw.

1 All temporary signs
shall be approved by
the Chief Building Offi-
cial.

Where the owner of a build-
ing fails to affix the munici-
pal address number in ac-
cordance with provisions of
this bylaw, the Town may
make arrangement for the
number and its placement
in compliance with this by
law and the expense inci-
dental thereto may be col-
lected in the same manner
as municipal taxes.
