Looking at cost savings across all budgets! 

PW Department is one example:   

  

Cost to buy product from pit = $4.83 tonne                                     

Cost to truck to yard = $0.50 tonne 

Total cost trucked to Public Works yard $5.33 tonne 25,000 tonnes @ $5.33 = $133,250  

  

Cost per tonne to crush material on site = 2.83 tonne25,000 tonnes @ $2.83 = $70,750 

Saving not trucking for disposal= $0.50 tonne25,000 tonnes @ $.50 = $12,500 

  

$133,250 ς (70,750 ς 12,500) = $75,000 

  

The net saving by crushing the material in PW Yard compared to hauling the concrete and 
asphalt to a pit and then buying the material is in the neighborhood of $75,000. This 
happens approximately ever 2 to 3 years.
